A yard sale is any sale conducted on the premises of any residence within the town at which any goods, including but not limited to clothing, appliances, furniture, furnishings and fixtures, are offered for sale to the general public.

Any person desiring to conduct a yard sale within the town shall obtain a permit from the treasurer at least three days prior to the beginning of such sale. Each such permit shall allow the recipient to conduct a yard sale within the town on four specified days, which may or may not be consecutive, during one calendar year at a specified residence within the town. Two such permits shall be issued by the treasurer during any calendar year for a yard sale at a specified residence. Permits shall be issued at a charge of $5.00 to the applicant.

The term peddler or solicitor means a person who goes from door to door visiting multifamily or single-family dwellings for the purposes of selling any goods, wares, merchandise or services or accepting subscriptions or orders therefore. Charitable, civic or religious institutions that buy and sell merchandise are not included in this definition.

All persons, before entering into or upon a residential premises within the town for the purpose of soliciting, shall register with the chief of police and furnish him with the following information: 
(1)	The name, permanent address, Social Security number and date of birth of the applicant;
(2)	The name and permanent address or the employer or organization represented.
(3)	A brief description of the nature of business and the goods to be sold.
(4)	Length of time for which the right to do business is desired.
(5)	The place where the goods or property proposed to be sold, or orders taken for the sale thereof, are manufactured or produced, where such good or products are located at the time of such application is filed and the proposed method of delivery. 
(6)	A photograph of the applicant taken within 30 days immediately prior to the date of filing for registration. 
(7)	A statement as to whether or not the applicant has been convicted of any crime, misdemeanor or violation of any municipal or county ordinance, the nature of the offense and the punishment or penalty assessed therefore.

Upon receipt of registration, a proper review by the police department of the applicant's business and moral character, shall be made for the proper protection of the public good.

If, after a review, the applicant's business and moral character is found to be satisfactory, the police department shall endorse the application and execute a permit addressed to the applicant for the carrying on of the business applied for. The permit shall include the name, address, the kinds of goods to be sold, date of issuance and expiration date. Any permit issued may be revoked if determined that the holder violated any provision of this section.

If, after a review, the applicant's business and moral character is found to be unsatisfactory, the police department shall not endorse and execute a permit. The applicant, if desired shall be entitled to a hearing on the reasons for the denial of the application. The applicant must file a written notice of appeal within five days after the denial. The hearing shall be held at the first town council meeting after the denial and appeal has been receive.

(3)	Enter upon any residential premises for soliciting, when the owner or occupant has displayed a "No Soliciting" or "No Trespassing" sign on such premises. 
(4)	Engage in the practice of soliciting in the town without registering as provided for in section 38-62. 
(5)	Knowingly give false information or withhold correct information in registering under section 38-62.
